| understand that the device may allow access to the Internet. While the District makes every effort to limit access to
inappropriate content through Internet filtering systems, it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to monitor and
control the student’s use of the equipment. Inappropriate use is a violation of the Acceptable Use Policy.

The District reserves the right to monitor or access the contents of its devices if it suspects or is advised of possible
breaches of security, harssment, or other violations of policies, rules, regulations, directives, law or evidence exists
which demonstrates to the school or District that its computers may contain information, data, or other intellectual
property that belongs to another person. Students have no expectation of privacy of content stored on or accessed
through District devices.
